Raise your hand if, when you were a kid, you loved the day the National Geographic magazine arrived 

in the mail.  Just think how exciting grant funding from them might be.   

The National Geographic Society offers several funding opportunities some of you might consider 

exploring, all with a deadline of July 10, 2018.  For those who did not grow up with the magazine or the 

cable tv channel, the Society is “a nonprofit scientific and educational organization that pushes the 

boundaries of exploration to further our understanding of our planet and empower us all to generate 

solutions for a more sustainable future.“ 

On their About Us webpage, they emphasize 130 years of “fund[ing] groundbreaking scientists and 

explorers… To date, we’ve given out more than 13,000 grants to scientists and conservationists whose 

work is making a significant difference in the world.“   

The National Geographic Society “currently offers three types of grants:  Early Career, Exploration, and 

Request for Proposals.”  One caveat, they “do not usually consider applications that support strictly 

laboratory or collections work,” so faculty might think about seeking funding for field work, 

technology, and dissemination projects to align with the storytelling and journalism for which National 

Geographic is most widely known. 

“Early Career Grants are designed to offer less experienced individuals an opportunity to lead a 
project.  Grants are typically funded for between US $5,000 and US $10,000. 
There is no maximum age limit for Early Career Grant applicants. However, applicants must be at least 
18 years old at the time of application submission. Applicants are not required to have an advanced 
degree. Anyone with more than five years of professional experience in the field of their project focus 
does not qualify for an Early Career Grant and should apply for an Exploration Grant instead.” 
 
Exploration Grants are for requests “by an experienced project leader in the areas of conservation, 
education, research, storytelling, and technology. The applicant and his or her team members are 
expected to demonstrate successful completion of similar projects with measurable and/or tangible 
results. If you have received a grant from National Geographic in the past, you may submit a new 
proposal after you have closed your previous grant record.  Grants are typically funded for between US 
$10,000 and US $30,000.”

The National Institutes of Health published a blog post late in March that asks the question, “Do Re-
viewers Read References?  And If So, Does It Impact Their Scores?”  (Spoiler alert:  yes and yes.) 
 
In a cascading effect, the questions were spawned in response to a blog post from a year earlier that 
reported on the response to a yet-earlier Call for Comments on the growing use of preprints—
”complete and public draft manuscripts which have not gone through the formal peer review, editing, 
or journal publishing process”—in research funding applications and progress reports.  (Spoiler alert for 
that 2017 blog post: the practice is now allowed for NIH applications because of the preponderance of 
positive feedback in the comments.) 
 
As academics and researchers pondered the possible influences of preprints on reviewers, questions 
surfaced as to just what reviewers pay attention to and use.  Setting aside how reviewers might be 
affected by preprints until those citations have gained prevalence, Mike Lauer, the NIH’s Deputy Direc-
tor for Extramural Research and the author of the “Open Mike” blog, asked the more immediately an-
swerable question, “How do references cited in an application impact review?”  In collaboration with 
the NIH Center for Scientific Review, the Office for Extramural Research surveyed 1,000 randomly se-
lected reviewers during the fall review period, asking if they looked up references as part of their pro-
cess on the last grant they reviewed.    
 
The majority of respondents— on average 88%—answered that they did look up internal references, or 
those cited in the application.  65% also looked up references NOT cited in the application.  An over-
whelming 91% felt references, both internal and external, “affect[ed their] understanding of the appli-
cation.”  When asked whether those references affected scoring, most reviewers (64%) again respond-
ed in the affirmative.   
 
While reviewers agree that references augment their understanding of an application and their scor-
ing, it may not always be to the applicant’s advantage.  Internal references raised scores for a little over 
half of reviewers, whereas a little over a third of reviewers felt internal references “made it worse.”  
For reviewers who looked up external references, or articles not cited in the application, the numbers 
are reversed—more than half said it lowered scores and only a third felt it raised scores.  In both cases, 
10-15% of reviewers remained neutral in their scoring after looking up citations.   
 
For those trying to strategize around writing applications with the reviewer in mind, these results 
might be worth considering, although exactly how to tweak one’s application may be less clear.  It’s 
safe to say, given the level of attention reviewers give to citations, that applicants should not treat 
them afterthoughts.    
 
Lauer concludes by acknowledging, “Overall, this survey demonstrates, yet again, the time and care 
NIH reviewers spend on applications. They work hard for all of us-  NIH, applicants and the American 
public, and I am personally grateful to all of them.”

Deadline:  July 1 and November 1, 2018  
"The Scholars-in-Residence Program is designed to 
(1) encourage research and writing on the history, 
literature and culture of the of the LGBTQ 
community or other dynamic projects relating to 
the LGBTQ experience, broadly conceived; (2) to 
promote and facilitate interaction among the 
participants including fellows funded by other 
sources; (3) to facilitate the dissemination of the 
researcher’s findings through lectures via CLAGS’s 
ongoing Events Series. Applicants must indicate in 
their proposal how these resources will specifically 
benefit their project."

William T. Grant Foundation Scholars Program 
Deadline:  July 5, 2018 
"The William T. Grant Scholars Program supports 
career development for promising early-career 
researchers. The program funds five-year research 
and mentoring plans that significantly expand 
junior researchers’ expertise in new disciplines, 
methods, and content areas. We recognize that 
early-career researchers are rarely given incentives 
or support to take such risks, so this award 
includes a mentoring component, as well as an 
emphasis on community and collaboration....  
We fund research that increases understanding in 
one of our two focus areas:  
 programs, policies, and practices that reduce 

inequality in youth outcomes, and  
 strategies to improve the use of research 

evidence in ways that benefit youth.  
We seek research that builds stronger theory and 
empirical evidence in these two areas. We intend 
for the research we support to inform change. 
While we do not expect that any one study will 
create that change, the research should contribute 
to a body of useful knowledge to improve the lives

Leakey Foundation Research Grants 
Deadline:  July 15, 2018 
"The Leakey Foundation exclusively funds research 
related specifically to human origins. Priority of 
funding is commonly given to exploratory phases 
of promising new research projects that meet the

National Science Foundation High-Risk Research 
in Biological Anthropology and Archeology 
Deadline:  rolling 
"Anthropological research may be conducted 
under unusual circumstances, often in distant 
locations. As a result the ability to conduct 
potentially important research may hinge on 
factors that are impossible to assess from a 
distance and some projects with potentially great 
payoffs may face difficulties in securing funding. 
This program gives small awards that provide 
investigators with the opportunity to assess the 
feasibility of an anthropological research project. 
The information gathered may then be used as the 
basis for preparing a more fully developed 
research program. Projects which face severe time 
constraints because of transient phenomena or 
access to materials may also be considered."

National Science Foundation Biological 
Anthropology  
Deadline:  July 20, 2018, and January 2019 
"The Biological Anthropology Program supports 
basic research in areas related to human evolution 
and contemporary human biological variation. 
Research areas supported by the program include, 
but are not limited to, human genetic variation, 
human and nonhuman primate ecology and 
adaptability, human osteology and bone biology, 
human and nonhuman primate paleontology, 
functional anatomy, and primate socioecology. 
Grants supported in these areas are united by an 
underlying evolutionary framework, and often by a 
consideration of adaptation as a central theoretical 
theme.

"Senior Research Fellowships are available to 
scholars with a PhD or its equivalent. These grants 
are designed to enable scholars who specialize in 
South Asia to pursue further research in India and 
to establish formal affiliation with an Indian 
institution. Short-term awards are available for up 
to four months. Long-term awards are available for 
six to nine months. A limited number of humanists 
will be granted fellowships paid in dollars funded 
by the National Endowment for the Humanities.... 
Senior Scholarly/Professional Development 
Fellowships are available both to established 
scholars who have not previously specialized in 
Indian studies and to established professionals 
who have not previously worked or studied in 
India. Senior Scholarly/Professional Development 
Fellows are formally affiliated with an Indian 
institution. Awards may be granted for periods of 
six to nine months. Senior Performing and Creative

National Science Foundation Science of Learning 
Grants 
Deadline:  July 11, 2018 and January 16, 2019 
"The goals of the SL Program are to develop basic 
theoretical insights and fundamental knowledge 
about learning principles, processes and 
constraints. Projects that are integrative and/or 
interdisciplinary may be especially valuable in 
moving basic understanding of learning forward, 
but research with a single discipline or 
methodology is also appropriate if it addresses 
basic scientific questions in learning. The 
possibility of developing connections between 
proposed research and specific scientific, 
technological, educational, and workforce 
challenges will be considered as valuable broader 
impacts, but are not necessarily central to the 
intellectual merit of proposed research.

"The Linguistics Program supports basic science in 
the domain of human language, encompassing 
investigations of the grammatical properties of 
individual human languages, and of natural 
language in general. Research areas include 
syntax, semantics, morphology, phonetics, and 
phonology. The program encourages projects that 
are interdisciplinary in methodological or 
theoretical perspective, and that address 
questions that cross disciplinary boundaries, such 
as (but not limited to): What are the psychological 
processes involved in the production, perception, 
and comprehension of language? What are the 
computational properties of language and/or the 
language processor that make fluent production, 
incremental comprehension or rapid learning 
possible?

NSF News Release -- Number of doctorates 
awarded by US institutions in 2016 close to all-
time high 

“U.S. institutions awarded 54,904 research 
doctorate degrees in 2016, only five fewer than 
the previous year's record high, according to the 
Survey of Earned Doctorates (SED), a federally 

sponsored annual census of research degree 
recipients.” Several interesting findings from the 
report include: 
 “The largest share of doctorates awarded in 

2016 was in the life sciences (nearly 23 
percent), followed by engineering (17 
percent), and psychology and the social 
sciences (16.5 percent). All fields of humanities 
and arts made up 10 percent of doctorates 
awarded. 

 The time between students entering graduate 
school and receiving doctorates has fallen in all 
fields of study over the past 20 years, but, on 
average, it still takes years longer to earn a 
doctorate in non-S&E fields than in S&E fields. 

 Women have earned a slight majority of all 
doctorates awarded to U.S. citizen and 
permanent residents each year since 2002, 
and women have earned more than 30 
percent of all doctorates awarded to 
temporary visa holders over that period. 

 From 1996 to 2016, the number of women 
earning degrees in S&E fields increased by 84 
percent. 

 The number of doctorates awarded to blacks 
or African Americans who are U.S. citizens or 
permanent residents increased by 32 percent 
from 2006 to 2016. For the same period, the 
proportion of doctorates earned by Hispanics 
or Latinos increased by 67 percent.”

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mentorship programs -- that can help.
