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Featured Funder
International Collaboration Funding

When grants from the United States - Israel Binational Science Foundation (BSF) ran across this
newsletter writer’s desk, it spurred the question, what other organizations provide funding for
international teams, especially given the current vogue, and often necessity, for collaborations.

For starters, NCURA is hosting an EU-US Research Connection Symposium in Washington, D.C. on
August 8th to “match-make.” More information can be found here.

The BSF “regular research grants” are “open to all scientists from Israel and the USA who would like to
conduct joint research in a variety of scientific research.” They also offer start-up grants for “American
and Israeli scientists who are in the initial stages of their independent careers.” Lastly, BSF will fund
the Israeli counterpart(s) to US researchers who receive funding from the National Science Foundation.

The National Academies of Science, Engineering, Medicine administers the Partnership for Enhanced
Engagement in Research (PEER) to foot the bill for international collaborators. Several US Government
agencies participate, inviting “scientists in developing countries, partnered with USG-supported
collaborators, to apply for funds to support research and capacity-building activities on topics with
strong potential development impacts.” <<more>>

Partner University Fund enables partnerships with researchers in France. “Established in 2007 as a
collaboration between the French government, American private donors and the FACE Foundation, the
Partner University Fund is dedicated to amplifying the potential of the brightest French and American
scholars by supporting educational and research partnerships between higher education institutions in
both countries.” <<more>>

The Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation for International Scholarly Exchange supports academic exchange
between China and researchers around the world, with the “mission of encouraging scholars at
academic institutions throughout the world to undertake research projects in the humanities and
social sciences that can shed new light on Chinese culture and society, as well as engage in
international cooperation and exchange.” <<more>>

CRDFGlobal offered grants in 2017 and 2018 to “catalyze new international research collaborations
designed to open up new scientific directions for U.S. early career scientists, their South/Southeast
Asian, Latin American West/Sub-Saharan African counterparts, and the broader international science
community.” We will check back in spring of 2019 in the hope these same grants are offered again.

Great Britain’s Natural Environment Research Council (NERC) Global Partnership Seedcorn Fund runs a
“scheme,” to use the British term, that partners environmental science researchers from the UK with
international collaborators “to forge new partnerships and networks with the best international
researchers wherever they are located and seed collaborations that will be sustained beyond the
lifetime of the grant.... Supported activities may include, but not limited to, focused programmes of
exchange visits, scoping studies and workshops.” <<more>>

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Sage Advice for Competitive Proposals

The National Institutes of Health publishes a helpful list of “Common Mistakes in Writing Applications.”
Most of these mistakes extend to proposals submitted to other organizations as well.

First and foremost, all proposals must comply with government regulations. Sponsored Research is
happy to work with you to address these potentially disqualifying issues. Information regarding compli-
ance can be found on the Barnard website Important Forms and Information page.

Here are highlights of common problems with each of the five scored review criteria—“Significance,
Investigator(s), Innovation, Approach, and Environment.”

Specific Aims

e Applicant goals are either too ambitious, too limited, or too vague.
Significance

e The research is not exciting or of low impact and will not advance science.
Investigators

e The applicant cannot demonstrate adequate expertise or productivity .

e The applicant needs to work with a more senior collaborator.

e Letters from collaborators are missing or inadequate.

Innovation

e The research is either not innovative (similar to Significance) or it is not explained.

Approach

e Either too much detail is provided or too little if the approach are untested.

e The application does not demonstrate expertise with the approach.

e Preliminary data is lacking, not interpretive or is “correlative or descriptive.”

e The feasibility is not shown, or the approach does not directly test the hypothesis.

e Alternative models or hypotheses and potential pitfalls are not discussed.

e The research lacks appropriate controls

Environment

e The applicant lacks institutional support, adequate facilities or equipment, or evidence of effective
collaboration, if applicable.

Budget issues are the most complex, perhaps not surprisingly, some of which are specific to the NIH.
The first easy lesson is use the funder’s format. Other pitfalls are inadequate justification of the budget
itself, subawards and consortia, or changes year-to-year.

Lastly, the NIH adds the following in regard to “Rigor and Reproducibility:”

“For all grant applications submitted for the January 26, 2016 due date and beyond new instructions
and revised review criteria will focus on four areas deemed important for enhancing rigor and trans-
parency: 1) the scientific premise of the proposed research, 2) rigorous experimental design for robust
and unbiased results, 3) consideration of relevant biological variables, and 4) authentication of key bio-
logical and/or chemical resources.”

All grants require applicants to explain how their
project will contribute new information to
previous scholarship and how Hagley’s research
materials are pertinent to their project.
Exploratory grants are limited to one week and
Henry Belin du Pont research grants may be up to
8 weeks. Researchers who first apply for an
exploratory grant may ask for a longer research
grant if our collections warrant more attention.
Anyone can apply for one of these research grants,
but only advanced graduate students are eligible
for our Henry Belin du Pont dissertation grant and
the Jefferson Scholars/Hagley Library fellowship.
Scholars with a Ph.D. may also apply for a four- or
eight-month NEH-Hagley Postdoctoral
Fellowship." <<more>>

The American School of Classical Studies at Athens
"offers two major research libraries: the Blegen,
with over 107,000 volumes dedicated to the
ancient Mediterranean world; and the Gennadius,
with over 146,000 volumes and archives devoted
to post-classical Hellenic civilization and, more
broadly, the Balkans and the eastern
Mediterranean. The School also sponsors
excavations and provides centers for advanced
research in archaeological and related topics at its
excavations in the Athenian Agora and Corinth,
and it houses an archaeological laboratory at the
main building complex in Athens."

"Postdoctoral scholars and professionals in
relevant fields including architecture or art who
are US citizens or foreign nationals who have lived
in the US for the three years immediately
preceding the application deadline. Applicants
must already hold their PhD or equivalent terminal
degree at the time of application." "NEH Fellows
will be expected to reside primarily at the

National Humanities Center Fellowship

The program awards grants of up to $100,000 that
will support

the convening of at least two discussion programs
for no fewer than fifteen participants; and

the creation of a preparatory program to recruit
and train program discussion leaders (NEH
Discussion Leaders).

Discussion programs may take place on college and
university campuses, in veterans’ centers, at public
libraries and museums, and at other community

Fitch Foundation Richard L. Binder Award
Deadline: October 25, 2018

"The Richard L. Blinder Award will be presented
biennially to an architect or other professional in a
related historic preservation field for a proposal
exploring architecture and preservation. The
proposal may focus on a real project or it may be a
polemical exercise; in either case, originality is

Roundtable offers small grants to support high
quality research in behavioral economics and to
encourage young investigators to enter this
developing field. There are no limitations on the
disciplinary background of the principal
investigator, and the proposed research may
address any economic topic. However, projects
must contribute to the Foundation's mission to
improve the social and living conditions in the U.S.
Interdisciplinary efforts are welcome. Appropriate
projects will demonstrate explicit use of
psychological concepts in the motivation of the
design and the preparation of the results.
Experimental projects which do not have
substantial behavioral content (such as market
experiments testing neoclassical ideas) or
substantial economic content (such as psychology
experiments with no economic choices or strategic
or market implications) will not be funded."

Studies 2018-2019. Priority given to PhDs in
Gender Studies, Economics, Politics, Social
Sciences, and Theater, Film and Media Studies.
The fellow will teach one course per semester in
Israel Studies, in the relevant Brandeis
department. The fellow is expected to be in
residence at Brandeis University, participate

National Science Foundation Innovative
Technology Experiences for Students and
Teachers (ITEST)

Deadline: August 8, 2018

“ITEST is a research and development program
that supports projects to promote PreK-12 student
interests and capacities to participate in the STEM
and information and communications technology
(ICT) workforce of the future. The ITEST program
supports research on the design, development,
implementation, and selective spread of
innovative strategies for engaging students in

technology-rich experiences that: (1) increase
student awareness of STEM occupations; (2)
motivate students to pursue appropriate
education pathways to STEM occupations; or (3)
develop disciplinary-based knowledge and
practices, or promote critical thinking, reasoning
skills, or communication skills needed for entering
STEM workforce sectors. ITEST projects may adopt
an interdisciplinary focus that includes multiple
STEM disciplines, focus on a single discipline, or
focus on one or more sub-disciplines. The ITEST
program supports projects that provide evidence
for factors, instructional designs, and practices in
formal and informal learning environments that
broaden participation of students from
underrepresented groups in STEM fields and
related education and workforce domains. Projects
that actively engage business and industry
partners to better ensure that PreK-12 experiences
foster the knowledge and skill-sets needed for
emerging STEM occupations are strongly
encouraged.” <<more>>

National Science Foundation Computational and
Data-Enabled Science and Engineering Division of
Mathematical Sciences

Deadline: September 17, 2018

"The CDS&E-MSS program accepts proposals that
confront and embrace the host of mathematical
and statistical challenges presented to the
scientific and engineering communities by the ever
-expanding role of computational modeling and
simulation on the one hand, and the explosion in
production of digital and observational data on the
other. The goal of the program is to promote the
creation and development of the next generation
of mathematical and statistical theories and tools
that will be essential for addressing such issues. To
this end, the program will support fundamental
research in mathematics and statistics whose
primary emphasis will be on meeting the
aforementioned computational and data-related
challenges. This program is part of the wider

Applicants may have limited or no
preliminary results for a research project they wish

American Chemistry Society Undergraduate New
Investigator Grants

Deadline: October 19, 2018

"Undergraduate New Investigator (UNI) grants
provide funds for scientists and engineers who are
beginning their independent careers in academia
and have limited or no preliminary results for a
research project they wish to pursue. The UNI
grants are to be used to illustrate proof of
principle, i.e., feasibility, and accordingly, are to be
viewed as seed money for generating preliminary
results that can be used to apply for continuation
funding from other agencies.
