Even if you’re not a Trekkie, take a look at the Roddenberry Foundation.  It has expanded its grant 
programs in the past couple of years. 
 
Since 2010, the Foundation has made small grants between $2,500-$15,000 "for early-stage, 
innovative, and unconventional ideas that address urgent challenges" through their Catalyst Fund. "A 
cutting-edge product, an experimental program, a new service, an invention, or an original game are 
all in our wheelhouse. The idea has to improve on what’s already out there and it has to have the 
potential for tangible, measurable impact. Ideas that can be replicated, taken to scale, or leverage 
existing infrastructure are a good fit. We also favor ideas that inspire others, build on partnerships 
(public and private), and that are inclusive of those they are intended to benefit." http://
roddenberryfoundation.org/ 
 
Now the Roddenberry Foundation has launched two other, larger granting mechanisms.  It sponsors 
the Roddenberry Prize, awards of $250,000 for projects that address four of the top ten "most 
effective solutions to global warming,” namely food waste, plant-rich diets, girls' education, and 
women's rights.  Last year's prizes (the first they'd given) were not focused on these solutions.  
Going “where no one has gone before” (or at least not that this newsletter writer has seen), Round 1 is 
crowd-sourced judging. Applicants have to score and comment on five other applications.   
 Nominations are due July10  
 Registration is due July 12  
 Applications are due July 26  
The website is different from the main Foundation website—and not to be missed if you’re interested 
in website design.  It’s appropriately bold: https://www.roddenberryprize.org/ 
 
The Foundation is also inaugurating the Roddenberry Fellowship, giving $50,000 to 20 fellows "to 
implement a project or initiative that has impact on:  
 Immigration and Refugee Rights  
 LGBTQIA+ and Women's Rights  
 Climate Change & Environmental Justice  
 Civil Rights"  
It is noteworthy that the large banner photo on the Fellowship website homepage shows an aerial 
photograph of a crowd of people spelling out the word “RESIST” on the beach.  It seems the 
Foundation is not averse to taking a political stand. 
Applications open July 25. https://roddenberryfellowship.org/about/  
 
The Roddenberry Foundation gives to a broad range of types of organizations, including higher 
education.  Ten out of 133 grants have been given to colleges and universities from 2010-16, the years 
preceding the launch of the Roddenberry Prize and the Roddenberry Fellows. Some of their larger 
grants have gone to biological and medical research outside of universities. The two new programs, 
however,  offer an untested opportunity for nontraditional ideas or projects.

Grant proposals have lots of components, many of them “essential,” but there’s one thing you really 

cannot do without that, indeed, forms the essence of the proposal… your research problem.  But 

where do those big ideas come from, and how do you develop a “Eureka!” one of your very own?  

Here’s a brief, simplistic round-up of some of the most recent—and time-tested—answers to those 

questions. 

 

“Chance favors the prepared mind.” —Louis Pasteur 

Most of you have this step under control.  You’ve spent years preparing a knowledge base in your field.  

This is good.    

 

BUT research now suggests one must have wide exposure to people and ideas outside of one’s field.  It 

turns out “diversity makes us smarter,” Amy Stuart Wells, Lauren Fox, and Diana Cordova-Cobo write: 

“researchers have documented that students’ exposure to other students who are different from 

themselves and the novel ideas and challenges that such exposure brings leads to improved cognitive 

skills, including critical thinking and problem solving.” The Journal Nature recently published an article 

and editorial about the beneficial impact of diversity in research labs.  If our brains can be equated to a 

school or lab, it makes sense that varying our exposure helps us think differently and make connections 

across widely separated spheres of thought.  Ronald S. Burt identifies the practice of taking something 

from one field and importing into yours as spanning “structural holes.”  He explains, ''The trick is, can 

you get an idea which is mundane and well known in one place to another place where people would 

get value out of it….  People who live in the intersection of social worlds,'' Mr. Burt adds, ''are at higher 

risk of having good ideas.''  

 

BUT beware of overstimulation.  Cal Newport, the author of Deep Work, tells the story of “Jerry Sein-

feld’s Closed Door” in a blog post.  Seinfeld claimed, “We spent 99 percent of our time writing. Me and 

Larry [David]. The two of us. The door was closed. It’s closed.”  One commenter on Newport’s post ob-

served:  “Most world religions were created after the founder spent long stretches in solitude; Moham-

med in his mountain cave after a long night of prayer, Buddha after a long period of meditation be-

neath a tree, and Jesus in the desert after a forty day fast.” Srinivas Rao in “Why Excessive Consump-

tion Limits Your Creativity,” puts it this way: “When you limit the inflow, you increase the energy that 

can be directed towards your outflow. You create more than you consume.” 

 

BUT relax:  Trying to force the big idea is likely to spoil everything.  Mark Jung-Beeman and John Koun-

ios have used brain imaging to track blood flow and electricity waves in the brain during “The ‘Aha!’ 

Moment,” and they noticed a quieting of regions of the brain immediately before inspired problem-

solving, what they call “the relaxation phase.”  “We must concentrate, but we must concentrate on 

letting the mind wander.” 

 

BUT, lastly, the internet is overflowing with quotes—in fact 101—about doing what you love.  They say, 

“and the money will follow,” “and you’ll never work a day,” and, to pick the one from LL Cool J, “you’ll 

be better at it.”

Wilson Center Fellowships 
Deadline:  October 2, 2018 
"Through an international competition, the Center 
offers 9-month residential fellowships. The Wilson 
Center invites scholars, practitioners, journalists 
and public intellectuals to take part in its flagship 
international Fellowship Program. Fellows conduct 
research and write in their areas of interest, while 
interacting with policymakers in Washington and 
Wilson Center staff and other scholars in 
residence.

American Academy in Berlin, Berlin Prize 
Deadline:  October 5, 2018 
"Each year the Academy welcomes about two 
dozen fellows to the Hans Arnhold Center, on Lake 
Wannsee. The Academy also hosts a small number 
of invited Distinguished Visitors for shorter stays of 
one to four weeks, and organizes a diverse public 
program that includes lectures and presentations 
by resident fellows, Distinguished Visitors, and 
guest speakers. 
In addition to placing a high priority on the 
independent work of its fellows, the Academy is in 
a unique position to aid fellows in establishing 
professional networks, both in Berlin and beyond. 
The Academy’s public atmosphere, which actively 
encourages fellows to introduce their work to 
wider audiences, serves its mission of fostering 
transatlantic ties through cultural exchange."

Program awards grants each year to organizations 
and individuals to support efforts that advance the 
archiving and preservation of the music and 
recorded sound heritage of North America, and 
research projects related to the impact of music on 
the human condition. Grant funds have been 
utilized to preserve private collections as well as 
materials at the Library of Congress, the 
Smithsonian and numerous colleges and 
universities. Research projects have studied the 
links between music and early childhood 
education, treatments for illnesses and injuries

Kress Foundation Conservation Grant Fund 
Deadline:  October 1, 2018  
“The Conservation program supports the 
professional practice of art conservation, 
especially as it relates to European art of the pre-
modern era. Grants are awarded to projects that 
create and disseminate specialized knowledge, 
including archival projects, development and 
dissemination of scholarly databases, 
documentation projects, exhibitions and 
publications focusing on art conservation, 
scholarly publications, and technical and scientific 
studies. Grants are also awarded for activities that 
permit conservators and conservation scientists to 
share their expertise with both professional 
colleagues and a broad audience through 
international exchanges, professional meetings, 
conferences, symposia, consultations, the 
presentation of research, exhibitions that include a 
prominent focus on materials and techniques, and

Society of Architectural Historians H. Allen Brooks 
Travelling Fellowship 
Deadline:  October 1, 2018 
"The Society of Architectural Historians’ 
prestigious H. Allen Brooks Travelling Fellowship 
will be offered for 2017 and will allow a recent 
graduate or emerging scholar to study by travel for 
one year. The fellowship is not for the purpose of 
doing research for an advanced academic degree. 
Instead, Professor Brooks intended the recipient 
to study by travel and contemplation while 
observing, reading, writing, or sketching. The goals 
are to provide an opportunity for a recent 
graduate with an advanced degree or an emerging 
scholar to: see and experience architecture and 
landscapes firsthand think about their profession 
deeply acquire knowledge useful for the 
recipient’s future work, contribution to their 
profession, and contribution to society The 
fellowship recipient may travel to any country or

A fellowship covers the full 
cost of a VSC residency (some awards also include 
an additional stipend for travel/lost income/etc). 
At each of our three annual deadlines (February 
15th, June 15th, and October 1st), our fellowship 
offerings change. In addition to some donor-driven 
awards with special eligibility requirements, there 
are always a number of general, merit-based VSC 
fellowships for which all applicants are

"The Chemical Theory, Models, and Computational 
Methods Program supports the discovery and 
development of theoretical and computational 
methods or models to address a range of chemical 
challenges, with emphasis on emerging areas of 
chemical research. Proposals that focus on 
established theoretical or computational 
approaches should involve innovations that 
substantially broaden their applicability. Areas of 
interest include, but are not limited to, electronics 
structure, quantum reaction dynamics, 
theoretical/computational spectroscopy, statistical 
mechanics, molecular dynamics and simulation, 
and modeling techniques for isolated molecular 
systems and systems in complex environments. 
Areas of application span the full range of chemical

National Science Foundation Division of 
Mathematical Sciences Analysis Program 
Deadline:  expected October 3, 2018 
"The Analysis Program supports basic research 
in that area of mathematics whose roots can be 
traced to the calculus of Newton and Leibniz. 
Given its centuries-old ties to physics, analysis 
has influenced developments from Newton’s 
mechanics to quantum mechanics and from 
Fourier’s study of heat conduction to Maxwell’s 
equations of electromagnetism to Witten’s 
theory of supersymmetry. More generally, 
research supported by Analysis provides the 
theoretical underpinning for the majority of 
applications of the mathematical sciences to 
other scientific disciplines. Current areas of 
significant activity include: nonlinear partial 
differential equations; dynamical systems and 
ergodic theory; real, complex and harmonic 
analysis; operator theory and algebras of 
operators on Hilbert space; mathematical 
physics; and representation theory of Lie 
groups/algebras. Emerging areas include 
random matrix theory and its ties to classical 
analysis, number theory, quantum mechanics, 
and coding theory; and development of 
noncommutative geometry with its applications 
to modeling physical phenomena.
