Humanities New York

The New York Council for the Humanities underwent a brand boost in November 2016 that introduced
a new name—Humanities New York, new website, and “a new logo that references both a speech
bubble and the place where conversation is being sparked—New York State. Its clean modern design
refers to the accessible, open, and participatory values of Humanities New York.” Most funding is
directed at “public-facing” programming aimed to increase conversation in New York around “issues of
civic engagement and trust and to strengthen the bonds of community in New York.”

GRANT FUNDING

Humanities New York offers three grant types:

e Quick Grants—"grants of $500 are now available for in-person public humanities programs. These
matching grants are intended for small and volunteer-run organizations. Proposals will
be accepted on a rolling basis while funds last.”

e Vision Grants—"Up to $1,500 in support of brainstorming, researching, and professional
development for organizations working collaboratively to develop new ideas and program
strategies. These grants aim to:

e Support emerging and established partnerships between different groups on a shared
project that may develop into public-facing activities.

e Infuse program design with humanities themes and methodologies from the start.

e Encourage experimentation in program design.

e Build community input into program design.

e Action Grants — Up to $5,000 to produce public-facing humanities projects that encourage
audiences to reflect on their values, explore new ideas, and engage with others across New York
State. These grants require organizations to demonstrate a match of at least one-to-one. These
grants aim to:

e Connect audiences more deeply to the communities where they live and work.

e Solidify community partnerships and diversify audiences.

e Creatively employ the tools of the humanities to respond to issues and ideas capturing the
imagination and passion of New Yorkers today.

Recent $5,000 grants have gone to City College “Dominican Studies Institute for an exhibit that seeks
to create and showcase images of original colonial manuscripts from the sixteenth century pertaining
to the first black African people who arrived or were forcefully brought to La Espafiola, the first
European colony in the Americas” and Lebanese American University’s New York Academic Center to
“host Syria Resilient, a series of five free public events ranging from the visual and performing arts to
political analysis.”

PROGRAM FUNDING

Humanities New York also designs programs and provides micro-grants for organizations to use in
collaboration with a scholar or facilitator of their choosing. Programs range from $150 for a single
gathering Community Conversation to $1000 for multiple session Reading and Discussion Programs
with reading lists provided. <<more>>
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Sage Advice for Competitive Proposals

Funding agencies and foundations often solicit preliminary proposals (or letters of inquiry) to reduce
the work that goes into grant-making, for both themselves and applicants. Preproposals are quicker
and less complicated to submit. The drawback is that more people are likely to take the trouble, some-
times lowering acceptance rates compared to opportunities that require a full-blown application.

So, should applicants take a different approach when writing preproposals? Some of the old truisms
apply—things like follow the instructions and reach out to your program officer. A preproposal, how-
ever, “is not just a condensed version of a full proposal,” writes Karen M. Markin in the January 2015
issue of The Chronicle of Higher Education. “Remember, the purpose of the preproposal is to excite at
least one member of the review panel enough to advocate for a full proposal from you. A faculty mem-
ber | know offered a good analogy: Think of the preproposal as a movie trailer for your full proposal.
You need to sell reviewers on the idea, establish its scientific soundness, and document your ability to
carry out the proposed work.”

In his blog post, “On Writing a Strong NSF Preproposal” Mike Kaspari begins with the first point of con-
tact: the title. “Craft a title that interests non-specialists in your field,” he says. Actually, he suggests
applicants, “craft 5 titles for your pre-proposal and market test them—in your lab or among your col-
leagues—to find which one sparks the most interest. If you are like me, you will be surprised as to how
often the consensus is not your favorite.”

Markin advises applicants to “use your publications list to illustrate your ability to use the methodology
you propose.” Joan E. Strassmann, in her blog post “How to Write a Successful NSF Preliminary Pro-
posal,” goes even further. She observes, “Some people seem to think if they don’t cite something, we
(the reviewers) won’t know about it and will think they are more creative than they are. Don’t use this
ostrich’s-head-in-sand strategy. Odds are we know the references you are ignoring, as well as some
others you should know about, but do not. Science is a cooperative, synthetic endeavor.... Reference it
and show how your work differs and complements.” Strassmann also says, “ It is easier on the reader if
you put author, year in the text rather than a number for the reference, if you can take the space.”

Speaking of how to use precious space, Markin notes, “In my conversations with successful applicants,
many have said it helps to have preliminary data in the preproposal.” Strassmann offers a caveat: “A
few pithy sentences and some references is likely to be all you can fit. Remember, more than anything,
this stage is about making the reviewers excited enough about the questions to want to see the full
proposal.” Or even easier on the eyes, Strassmann recommends including a figure. “A figure...breaks
up the monotony of language and brings in the dance of art. The figure should be important. | love fig-
ures that explain the experiments. A figure showing crucial background data could also be useful. Just
remember, space is very limited, and the figure and its caption need to meet the same text size rules as
the rest of the proposal.”

The good news, Markin notes, is that, “because the application is short, lots of people apply and some
of their applications are not carefully prepared. By putting some thought into yours, you already have
an advantage.”

National Science Foundation and National
Endowment for the Humanities Documenting
Endangered Languages

Deadline: September 17, 2018

“This funding partnership between the National
Science Foundation (NSF) and the National
Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) supports
projects to develop and advance knowledge
concerning endangered human languages. Made
urgent by the imminent death of roughly half of
the approximately 7000 currently used languages,
this effort aims to exploit advances in information
technology to build computational infrastructure
for endangered language research. The program
supports projects that contribute to data
management and archiving, and to the
development of the next generation of
researchers. Funding can support fieldwork and
other activities relevant to the digital recording,
documenting, and archiving of endangered
languages, including the preparation of lexicons,
grammars, text samples, and databases. Funding
will be available in the form of one- to three-year
senior research grants as well as fellowships from
six to twelve months." <<more>>

John Guggenheim Memorial Fellowships
Deadline: Expected mid-September, 2018.
Applications will be available July 2018.
“Guggenheim Fellowships are intended for
individuals who have already demonstrated
exceptional capacity for productive scholarship or
exceptional creative ability in the arts....The
Foundation receives approximately 3,000
applications each year. Although no one who
applies is guaranteed success in the competition,
there is no prescreening: all applications are
reviewed. Approximately 175 Fellowships are
awarded each year." <<more>>

Carey Institute for Global Good Logan Nonfiction
Program
Deadline: September 30, 2018

"The Logan Nonfiction Program seeks to address
the public’s need for longform nonfiction to inform
the policy debate essential to democracy.... Logan
Nonfiction fellows at the Carey Institute are
provided all the necessary tools to complete their
critical work. Lodging, work space, sophisticated
technological support (including Wi-Fi, a state-of-
the-art screening room and dedicated space,
equipment and software for video, film and radio
editing) and meals are provided. Fellows may also
benefit from the mentorship of several board
members and internationally renowned
journalists. We also help selected print fellows
convert their work into audio, video or digital
media through the expertise of our partners. The
Institute is eager to convene issue-oriented
conferences related to our fellows’ projects to
bring their reporting to policy-makers and other
experts." <<more>>

Queens Museum/Jerome Foundation Emerging
Artist Fellowship

Deadline: July 16, 2018

"The QM-Jerome Foundation Fellowship Program
for Emerging Artists in New York City will award
two visual artists fellowships that culminate in
exhibitions at the Queens Museum in Spring 2019
and Fall 2019. The fellowship period will include
the year leading up to the opening and ending with

Deadline: September 20, 2018

institutions. Grants will support innovative
curricular approaches that foster productive
partnerships among humanities faculty and their
counterparts in the social and natural sciences and
in pre-service or professional programs (such as
business, engineering, health sciences, law,
computer science, and other technology-driven
fields).

Competitive applications will demonstrate

e that the proposed curricular projects address
significant and compelling topics or issues in
undergraduate education at the applicant
institution(s);

e that these projects engage the intellectual
skills and habits of mind cultivated by the
humanities; and

e that faculty and students will benefit from
meaningful collaborations in teaching and
learning across disciplines as a result of the

National Science Foundation Political Science
Deadline: August 15, 2018

"The Political Science Program supports scientific
research that advances knowledge and
understanding of citizenship, government, and
politics. Research proposals are expected to be
theoretically motivated, conceptually precise,
methodologically rigorous, and empirically
oriented. Substantive areas include, but are not
limited to, American government and politics,
comparative government and politics,
international relations, political behavior, political
economy, and political institutions. In recent
years, program awards have supported research
projects on bargaining processes; campaigns and
elections, electoral choice, and electoral systems;
citizen support in emerging and established
democracies; democratization, political change,
and regime transitions; domestic and international
conflict; international political economy; party
activism; political psychology and political
tolerance." <<more>>

National Science Foundation Sociology grants
Deadline: August 15, 2018

"The Sociology Program supports basic research
on all forms of human social organization --
societies, institutions, groups and demography --
and processes of individual and institutional
change. The Program encourages theoretically
focused empirical investigations aimed at
improving the explanation of fundamental social
processes. Included is research on organizations
and organizational behavior, population dynamics,
social movements, social groups, labor force
participation, stratification and mobility, family,

supports both original data collections and
secondary data analysis that use the full range of
guantitative and qualitative methodological tools.

Travel Grants

"The Gerald R. Ford Presidential Foundation
awards grants of up to $2,200 each in support of
research in the holdings of the Gerald R. Ford
Library. A grant defrays travel and living expenses
of a research trip to the Ford Library. Overseas
applicants are welcome to apply, but they will be
responsible for the costs of travel between their
home country and North America. The grants only
cover travel within North America. Library
collections focus on Federal policies, U.S. foreign
relations, and national politics in the 1960s and
1970s. There are earlier and later materials
depending upon your topic." <<more>>

Eppley Foundation for Research Grants

Deadline: September 15, 2018

"The Eppley Foundation for Research was
incorporated in 1947 for the purpose of 'increasing
knowledge in pure or applied science...in
chemistry, physics and biology through study,
research and publication.' The Foundation does
not support work in the social sciences, education
or computer science, and only rarely funds
research into diseases that have considerable
financial support available, such as AIDS, diabetes,
cancer and heart disease. Particular areas of
interest include innovative medical investigations,
climate change, whole ecosystem studies, as well
as research on single species if they are of
particular significance in their environments, in the
U.S. and abroad. The Foundation does not fund
work that can qualify for funding from
conventional sources such as the National Science
Foundation or the National Institutes of Health, or
similar agencies at the state level. It is important
to the Foundation that the work proposed be
novel in its insights and unlikely to be underway
elsewhere. The Foundation is prepared to take
risks." <<more>>

National Science Foundation Computational and
Data-Enabled Science and Engineering in
Mathematical and Statistical Sciences (CDS&E-
MSS)

Deadline: September 17, 2018

"The CDS&E-MSS program accepts proposals that
confront and embrace the host of mathematical
and statistical challenges presented to the
scientific and engineering communities by the ever
-expanding role of computational modeling and
simulation on the one hand, and the explosion in
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production of digital and observational data on the
other. The goal of the program is to promote the
creation and development of the next generation
of mathematical and statistical theories and tools
that will be essential for addressing such issues. To
this end, the program will support fundamental
research in mathematics and statistics whose
primary emphasis will be on meeting the
aforementioned computational and data-related

"Program project grants represent synergistic
research programs that are designed to achieve
results not attainable by investigators working
independently. The program project grant is

"Dissemination and Implementation (D&I)
research is an integral part of the NHLBI’s
systematic approach to the support of research
throughout the biomedical spectrum. D&l research
involves extension or adaptation of generally
accepted and efficacious interventions that have
been previously carried out in well-controlled
settings to broader populations or settings. In
issuing these guidelines, NHLBI intends to provide
information to assist members of the scientific
community interested in applying for D&I research
grants in the cardiovascular, pulmonary, blood,

New Human Subject System for your RPPRs will
be in effect next month:

“...[Tlhe new Human Subject System (HSS) is
scheduled to go live on June 9, 2018 and will be
replacing the Inclusion Management System (IMS).
HSS is a shared system that enables grant
recipients to electronically report and update their
data on human subjects and clinical trials to NIH.
The system will also allow NIH agency staff to
monitor and manage the data.

As of June 9, Principal Investigators and Signing
Officials will no longer see “Inclusion” links as an
action option, but instead will see “Human
Subjects” links on both the Status Search screens
and in section G.4.b of the Research Performance
Progress Report (RPPR).
