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Sage Advice for Competitive Proposals

Or in this case, maybe even words to live by.

Daniel Harris, Knight Foundation program director in San Jose, contributed “10 Tips for Grant-Seekers”
to the Knight Foundation blog in response to the question “why we choose certain grants and grantees
over others.” Several of his tips are so good we wanted to share them. He describes them as
“fundamental elements of communication, candor, and collaboration that | tend to find across success-
ful grantees.”

As Barnard staff whose job it is to follow your work, | particularly liked “chase your vision, not the
money.” Mr. Harris cautions that it “may have long-term implications” if you “stretch (your) mission
and mandate to fit (a funder’s) work.” Indeed! | can attest that you all have fascinating passions that
deserve to be funded for what they are. We in Institutional Funding and Sponsored Research marvel
daily on the significance and, you know, coolness of Barnard faculty’s projects and programs.

One key to obtaining that deserved funding is knowing which organizations share your passions. Fun-
ders usually have made up their minds—long before you apply to them—about their motivations and
aims. Funders view grantees as partners in accomplishing their aims. In fact, Mr. Harris uses the word
partners twice in his 10 Tips. The closer your aims align with theirs, the more likely they are to want to
partner with you. Our office can help you come up with a list of viable prospects.

So perhaps it’s no surprise Mr. Harris advises, “don’t just talk; listen. Some potential grantees spend
so much time passionately describing their project that they forget to allow time for the funder to ask
guestions, offer insights and share information about the priorities of the foundation.” For good meas-
ure he links to the Knight Foundation’s Program Areas, should there be any confusion or curiosity as to
what, exactly, that means. Related to that, he says, “do your homework,” both so that you use your
valuable time to apply for grants that fit your project and so that you avoid asking questions answered
on the foundation website.

Three of Mr. Harris’s tips address the content of your proposal:

”"Know what you need.... (B)e prepared to talk through the specifics.”

“Learn to speak in numbers.... While not everything in the world is measurable, show that you have an
understanding of how data can best be used in your work.”

“Under promise and over deliver.... (S)et realistic outcomes that you can meet within your proposed
time frame and budget.”

Somewhat counterintuitively, Mr. Harris requests that grantees “share bad news early.” He warns
that “the world of philanthropy is small.” It’s better to “be candid about challenges and possible road-
blocks early...(and) share this news rather than have a funder hear it from someone else first.”

Lastly, “be on time.” As noted at the start of the article, words to live by. If you would like a little elab-
oration as to the value of being on time and for a couple more tips, please see Mr. Harris’s article.

NSF announces new measures to protect research
community from harassment

New policy requires awardee institutions to report
sexual harassment findings

September 19, 2018

“The National Science Foundation (NSF) has taken
the next steps in its agency-wide effort to ensure
the research and learning environments it supports
are free from harassment, publishing a term and
condition that requires awardee organizations to
report findings and determinations of sexual
harassment, as well as establishing a secure online
portal for submitting harassment notifications.

On Sept. 21, 2018, NSF will publish a term and
condition for awards, to become effective 30 days
after publication, that will require awardee
organizations to notify the agency of:

Any findings or determinations that an NSF-funded
principal investigator or co-principal investigator
committed harassment, including sexual
harassment or sexual assault.

The placement of the principal investigator or co-
principal investigator on administrative leave, or of
the imposition of any administrative action relating
to a harassment or sexual assault finding or
investigation.” <<more>>

Columbia Institute for Ideas and Imagination
(1&I) Faculty Fellowships

Deadline: October 26, 2018

“The Columbia Institute for Ideas and Imagination,
based at Reid Hall in Paris, offers approximately
seven full fellowships annually to Columbia faculty.
The Institute encourages applications in all
disciplines and on any topic from candidates
interested in participating in a creative community
of scholars, artists, and thinkers. The fellows will
each receive $37,500 per term, or $75,000 for a
full academic year (September through May), an
office at the Institute in Paris, and access to
Columbia’s libraries and various research facilities
in Paris and in Europe.

These grants support full-
time or part-time activities for periods of one to

Deadline: December 15, 2018

"Short-Term Fellowships provide opportunities for
individuals who have a specific need for the
Newberry’s collection. Postdoctoral scholars, PhD
candidates, and scholars with terminal degrees

travel for the student but not honoraria). The
application should also indicate whether the
project is receiving support from the applicant’s
home institution. Finally the application should
describe what the research pair envisages the
nature of the final product to be, and what
contribution it is intended to make to the field.
The faculty member participating in this project
must be a current CAMWS member at the time of
application. The undergraduate does not. If
awarded the grant, the undergraduate will receive
a complimentary membership in CAMWS for the
year of the grant." <<more>>

American Sociological Association Fund for the
Advancement of the Discipline

Deadline: December 15, 2018

"The goal of this award is to nurture the
development of scientific knowledge by funding
small, groundbreaking research initiatives that will
advance the discipline. FAD awards provide
scholars with “seed money” for innovative
research that provides opportunities for
substantive and methodological breakthroughs,
broadens the dissemination of scientific
knowledge, and provides leverage for acquisition

Rutgers University Beyster Postdoctoral
Fellowship

"The Beyster fellowships are awarded to

"The Louis O. Kelso Fellowships are awarded to
outstanding scholars studying the topic of
broadened ownership of capital in a democratic
society in the United States. Ph.D. candidates,
postdoctoral scholars, or visiting professors in the
areas of business/economics/labor studies/
management, history, law, philosophy, political
science, psychology, public policy, or sociology
may apply.... The general theme of the fellowship
includes the study of the idea and practice and
public policy of broadening the ownership of
capital assets in society such as the Employee
Stock Ownership Plan (ESOP), which broadens the
ownership of corporations, as well as approaches
whereby consumers may have capital ownership
of enterprises and individual citizens may have
access to opportunities for capital acquisition. The
relevance of these and other related ideas to the
concept of economic democracy and democratic
capitalism can also be pursued. The fellows may
be supported at their home institution or may be
in residence at Rutgers University with the period
and length of residency varying between July 1
and June 30 of the academic year. The fellows will
receive stipends of $12,500 that can be used for
research, travel, or living expenses." <<more>>
